
Alternate Directions to Start/Registration Sites 
 

Delaware Technical & Community College – Terry Campus 
100 Campus Drive Dover, DE 19904 Site of 75, 100, 150, & 175-mile registration at 6:30 am.  Start at 8:00 am & Sunday finish line. 

 
From Northern Delaware and Pennsylvania: Follow I-95 South past Wilmington and take exit 4A for Christiana Mall/Route 1 & 7 
South; follow signs for Route 1 South.  Take Rt. 1 South over the Rt. 1 Bridge and through the toll plaza.  Continue south on Rt. 1 take 
exit 114 toward US-13/S (Smyrna).  Take the ramp left on Route 13/S DuPont Blvd. Turn right at W. Denney’s Road. Turn left on N. 
Delaware Tech Drive.  Enter Del Tech and look for signs indicating “VOLUNTEER PARKING.” 
 
From New Jersey: Follow 295 South across the Delaware Memorial Bridge.  Take the exit for Rt. 13 South and follow directions 
above. 
 
From points South: Follow Route 1 North to Dover.  Take Exit 104 (North Dover & Scarborough Road).  Take the ramp and proceed 
through the toll plaza. Turn right on Route 13 to the next traffic light. Turn left at Denney’s Road. Enter Del Tech to left and follow road 
around to the right. Look for signs indicating “VOLUNTEER PARKING.”  
 

Directions to Lake Forest High School 
5407 Killens Pond Road Felton, DE 19943 
Site of the 45-mile route.  Start at 11:00 am. 

 

From Northern Delaware & Pennsylvania: Follow I-95 South past Wilmington and take exit 4A for Christiana Mall/Route 1 & 7 South; 
follow signs for Route 1 South.  Take Rt. 1 South over the Rt. 1 Bridge and through the toll plaza.  Continue south on Rt. 1 for 
approximately 40 miles. Merge onto South DuPont Highway/Route 13 South via Exit 97 toward Salisbury/Norfolk. Stay on South 
DuPont Highway/Route 13 for approximately 13 miles.  (Look for signs Killen’s Pond State Park). Turn left onto Killens Pond Road for 
0.8 miles. Lake Forest High School will be on your right. 
 
From New Jersey: Follow 295 South across the Delaware Memorial Bridge. Take Rt. 1 South over the Rt. 1 Bridge and through the toll 
plaza.  Continue south on Rt. 1 for approximately 40 miles. Merge onto South DuPont Highway/Route 13 South via Exit 97 toward 
Salisbury/Norfolk. Stay on South DuPont Highway/Route 13 for approximately 13 miles. (Look for signs Killen’s Pond State Park).Turn 
left onto Killens Pond Road for 0.8 miles. Lake Forest High School will be on your right. 
 
From points South: Follow Route 1 North. Turn left onto Frederica Road for 1.3 miles. Turn left onto E. Front Street/DE-12 West. 
Continue to follow DE-12 West/Midstate Road for 3.5 miles. Turn left onto Scrap Tavern Road for 1.3 miles. Turn right onto Killens 
Pond Road for 1.1 miles. Lake Forest High School will be on your left.  

 
 
 



Directions to Uncle Ted’s/Stuchlik Property 
26077 Cave Neck Road Milton, DE 19968 
Site of the 17-mile route.  Start at 1:00 pm. 

 
From Northern Delaware & Pennsylvania: Follow I-95 South past Wilmington and take exit 4A for Christiana Mall/Route 1 & 7 South; 
follow signs for Route 1 South.  Take Rt. 1 South toward US-13 / Dover.  Turn right onto Broadkill Rd. / DE-16.  Turn Left onto Mulberry 
St. / CR-197.  Make a Slight left onto Wharton St.  Wharton St. becomes Atlantic St. / CR-88.  Atlantic St. / CR-88 becomes Cave Neck 
Road.  Uncle Ted’s will be on your left. 
 
From New Jersey: Follow 295 South to US-13 S.  Take US-13 S, which becomes DE- 1 S.  Turn right onto Wilkins Rd. / DE-30.  Turn 
left onto Cedar Creek Road / DE-30.  Turn Slight Right onto Isaacs Rd. / DE-30.  Turn Left onto Milton-Ellendale Hwy. / DE-16.  
Continue to follow DE-16.  Turn Right onto Mulberry St. / CR-197.  Turn Slight Left onto Wharton St.  Wharton St. becomes Atlantic St. / 
CR-88.  Atlantic St. / CR-88 becomes Cave Neck Road.  Uncle Ted’s is on your left. 
 
From points South: Take US-13 N.  Turn Slight Right onto County Seat Hwy. / US-9.  Continue to follow US-9.  Enter next roundabout 
and take 2nd exit onto US-9 / DE-18 / DE-404.  Turn Left onto Harbeson Rd. / DE-5.  Turn right onto Diamond Farm Rd.  Turn Left onto 
Cave Neck Rd.  Uncle Ted’s is on your right. 
 

Alternative Directions to Rest Stops 
 
 

Rest Stop #1  Wild Quail (10.8 miles) 
1 Clubhouse Drive Camden Wyoming, DE 19934 
Exit DelTech via Denny Rd. or Scarborough Road, headed toward Rt. 13. Turn right to head south on Rt. 13. Turn right at light in 
Camden, Route 10. Continue straight through town and DO NOT turn left to follow Route 10 West.  Follow the main street across the 
RR tracks and bear left at the Y, following Westville Road out of town. Approximately 4 miles turn right into Wild Quail CC and continue 
straight to the Club House. Rest Stop on grass plot near pool.  
 

Rest Stop #2  Southfork Reserve (21.3 miles) 
1023 Tomahawk Lane Felton, DE 19943 
Exit DelTech via Denny Rd. or Scarborough Road, headed toward Rt. 13. Turn right to head south on Rt. 13. Approximately 4 miles 
south of Camden turn right at Plymouth Road. This will change to Firetower Road. Make a left onto Tomahawk Lane.  The rest stop is 
on the right. 
 

Rest Stop #3  Lake Forest High School (28 miles) 
5407 Killens Pond Rd. Felton, DE 19943  
Exit DelTech via Denny Rd. or Scarborough Road, headed toward Rt. 13. Turn right to head south on Rt. 13. Continue on Rt. 13 South 
toward Felton, following signs for Killen’s Pond State Park and Lake Forest High School.  Go through the intersection of Rt. 13 and Rt. 
12, and turn left at the next light, onto County Road 384/Killens Pond Rd.  The high school is on the right.  



 

Lunch #4  Milford Middle School  (41.1 miles) 
612 Lakeview Ave. Milford, DE 19963 
Return to SR 1 via Scarborough Road. Take SR 1 south thru toll plaza.  Continue south to Milford and the intersection of SR 1 and Rt. 
113.  Take exit to Rt. 113.  Go past Milford Shopping Center on the left, past the lake on your right, cross over Rt. 14.  Turn left at the 
2nd light past Rt. 14 onto Lakeview Ave.  The school is on your right. 
 

Rest Stop #5  Ellendale Electric Bldg. (48.4 miles) 
605 Main Street Ellendale, DE 19941 
Return to SR 1 via Scarborough Road.  Take SR 1 south thru toll plaza.  Continue south to Milford and the intersection of SR 1 and Rt. 
113.  Follow Rt. 113 through Milford.  At the intersection of Rt. 16, turn left toward Ellendale.  Watch your speed—strictly enforced.  
After entering Ellendale, the rest stop is  behind the Electric Co-Op, a small white building on the right.  There is a large parking lot at 
the rear and there is an 85-foot radio tower on the property. 
 
Rest Stop #6   Uncle Ted’s/Stuchlik Property (57.8 miles) 
26077 Cave Neck Road Milton, DE 19968  
Return to SR 1 via Scarborough Road. Take SR 1 south thru toll plaza.  Continue south on SR 1 past the exit for Milford and the 
intersection for Rt. 16.  Cross over the Broadkill River Bridge to Rt. 88 (which is about 4 to 5 miles past the bridge—look for small 
highway sign).  Turn right onto Rt. 88.  Follow Rt. 88 for about 5 miles and Uncle Ted’s is on the right set up in a grove of trees. 
 

Rest Stop #7 The Plantations Community (67.9 miles) 
Rte. 275 Lewes, DE 19958  
Return to SR 1 via Scarborough Road.  Take SR 1 south thru toll plaza.  Continue south on SR 1 toward the beach.  At the intersection 
of Rt. 24 (there is a light and a McDonald’s at the intersection of Rt. 1 and Rt. 24) turn right.  Go to the second stop light (Rt. 275) and 
turn right.  Follow Rt. 275 to Plantations Resorts on the left (you’ll see 2 silos and signs for Plantations Resorts).  Enter the development 
past the guard shack. 
 

Rest Stop #8- FOR SATURDAY CENTURY ROUTE ONLY!!! 
Bethany Beach Fire Department 
215 Hollywood Street Bethany Beach, DE 19930 
Return to SR 1 via Scarborough Road.  Take SR 1 south thru toll plaza.  Follow Rt. 1 all the way to Bethany Beach.  Turn left onto 
Hollywood Street. 
 
Saturday Finish Line: The Towers Oceanside at Seashore State Park  (76.6 miles) 
38036 Towers Road Rehoboth Beach, DE 19971 
Return to SR 1 via Scarborough Road.  Take SR 1 south past downtown Dewey Beach.  The Towers Oceanside lot will be on your left.  
Park fees- $4/in-state and & 8/out-of-state- must be paid at the booth to enter the park.  Please bring CASH!  Please use 
caution and be alert to cyclists when entering into the park!  Parking is VERY LIMITED, so carpooling is encouraged.
